Each institution shall appoint an appropriate person
to coordinate the cooperation activities. Through
these contact persons, either institution may initiate
proposals for activities under this Agreement. The
contact person shall bear all the responsibility for
coordination of bilateral relations in accordance with
the rules of the respective institutions.

Article 5
Both Parties, on mutual agreement, shall seek
sources financing research programs that will be
executed under this Agreement. The preference shall
be given to the following financial sources:
international. national, public or private.
