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Abstract

This article investigates Ukraine's legislative framework for critical infrastructure
protection against cyberattacks, with a focus on regulations implemented following the
2022 Russian military invasion. By reviewing relevant literature and analyzing the
effectiveness of these measures, the study aims to provide insights into the current state
of cybersecurity in Ukraine and highlight potential areas for improvement in safeguarding
the nation’s critical assets.

Introduction

The growing dependence on digital systems has rendered critical infrastructure
increasingly susceptible to cyberattacks, which can significantly jeopardize a nation's
safety, economic stability, and public well-being. In the context of Ukraine, this issue
is especially critical due to the persistent conflict with Russian Federation, which has
resulted in a spike in cyber threats following the 2022 military incursion. This article
investigates the legal support available for defending Ukraine’s critical infrastructure
against cyberattacks, with an emphasis on the regulatory actions taken after the
invasion.

Evaluating the efficacy of Ukraine’s legal framework in countering cyber risks is
crucial for ensuring the robustness of its critical infrastructure and offering valuable
insights for other countries facing similar predicaments. To accomplish this, we
initially survey the literature on cybersecurity laws and their function in protecting
critical infrastructure. Subsequently, we scrutinize the specific regulations enacted in
Ukraine as a reaction to heightened cyber dangers and gauge their influence on the
nation’s cybersecurity stance.

By examining the present state of cybersecurity in Ukraine and pinpointing possible
areas for enhancement, this study seeks to contribute to the ongoing discussion on legal
support for critical infrastructure defense and offer valuable suggestions for decision-
makers and concerned parties.
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Main research

Safeguarding critical infrastructure against cyberattacks is an urgent concern in
Ukraine due to the escalating cyber threats from multiple sources [8]. To tackle these
issues, the Ukrainian government has implemented a range of laws and regulations to
enhance the cybersecurity of critical infrastructure. This article scrutinizes the primary
legislative tools in this field and suggests recommendations for further advancements.

The Law of Ukraine “On the basic principles of cybersecurity in Ukraine” serves as
the principal legal foundation for defending critical infrastructure in the country. This
law characterizes critical infrastructure as facilities, systems, and networks crucial for
the state's functioning and its citizens’ welfare. It specifies a list of critical
infrastructure sectors, such as energy, transportation, information and communication
technologies, among others. Additionally, the law mandates the formation of a national
system to protect critical infrastructure, including the establishment of a coordinating
entity and the adoption of sector-specific protection plans. This law forms the National
Cybersecurity Coordination Center as the central authority responsible for coordinating
cybersecurity efforts across government and critical infrastructure sectors. It also
Imposes several responsibilities on critical infrastructure operators, including
developing cybersecurity policies, implementing security measures, and reporting
cyber incidents [3]. Another significant legislation is the Order of the Ministry of
Energy of Ukraine “On Cybersecurity Requirements for the Fuel and Energy Sector of
Critical Infrastructure” [2], which details the primary principles, goals, and
mechanisms for ensuring cybersecurity nationwide.

Besides these laws, the government has endorsed multiple strategic documents that
direct Ukraine’s cybersecurity policy development. The Cybersecurity Strategy of
Ukraine offers a comprehensive outlook for enhancing the country’s cybersecurity
capabilities and protecting critical infrastructure. This strategy highlights several key
priorities, such as improving legal and regulatory frameworks, fostering public-private
partnerships, and reinforcing international cooperation [1]. In a similar vein, the
Strategy for the Development of Cybersecurity in Ukraine [4] presents a roadmap for
executing various cybersecurity initiatives, specifically focusing on critical
infrastructure protection.

Nonetheless, the legislative framework for defending critical infrastructure against
cyberattacks in Ukraine still encounters multiple challenges. Researchers have
pinpointed gaps and inconsistencies in the current laws, as well as ambiguity in the
distribution of duties among various government agencies [6, 10, 11]. Furthermore, the
legal framework’s execution has been sluggish and inconsistent, with numerous critical
infrastructure operators not adhering to their cybersecurity responsibilities [13, 14].
Additionally, the nation’s cybersecurity capacity is limited, with a scarcity of skilled
professionals and insufficient funding for cybersecurity projects [7, 12].

To tackle these challenges, experts in the field have suggested several
recommendations. Firstly, the legal framework should be further polished to guarantee
a cohesive and comprehensive approach to critical infrastructure protection. This may
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involve adopting sector-specific cybersecurity regulations, clarifying roles and
responsibilities among government agencies, and introducing stricter enforcement
mechanisms [8, 9, 11]. Secondly, public-private partnerships should be encouraged to
enable information exchange, technology transfer, and capacity building in
cybersecurity. This may entail creating sector-specific cybersecurity centers,
developing joint training programs, and offering financial incentives for private sector
investment in cybersecurity [5]. Lastly, efforts should concentrate on boosting
Ukraine’s cybersecurity capacity, both nationally and within critical infrastructure
sectors. This may encompass enacting legislative initiatives aimed at promoting
cybersecurity education, research, and innovation, as well as allocating additional
resources for cybersecurity programs.

Conclusion

In summary, ensuring the security of critical infrastructure against cyberattacks is an
essential issue for Ukraine, considering the rising cyber threats from various origins.
While the country has put in place significant legislation and strategic documents to
tackle these problems, shortcomings and discrepancies in the legal structure, along with
limited cybersecurity capabilities, impede effective defense. To increase the resilience
of critical infrastructure, it is advised that the legal framework be improved, public-
private collaborations be encouraged, and national cybersecurity capacity be
reinforced. By implementing these actions, Ukraine can fortify its defense against
cyber threats and guarantee the safety of its critical infrastructure, ultimately benefiting
its citizens and promoting the nation’s overall stability.

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Abstract

The issue of formation and development of digital competences for Ukraine acquires not
only strategic importance, but also becomes vital nowadays. The situation is complicated
by the fact that on the territory of Ukraine there is a war in two realities: physical and
virtual, and the population's possession of digital competences will allow not only to
ensure its livelihood, but also to reduce the risks of losing funds and information, which
in the era of digitalization becomes an innovative factor in the development of the national
economy.

Educational initiatives and innovative teaching technologies in martial law

The relevance of the topic is due to the need to resolve the contradiction between the
strengthening of the growth trends of the digital economy in the world and in Ukraine,
as well as the insufficient level of competencies of the population as an innovative
factor of the stability and competitiveness of the national economy in the conditions of
the war and post-war period.

Analysis of information sources regarding the state and trends in the development
of this issue [1-8], among which it is worth highlighting the names of such scientists
as L.V. Butko [7], N.M. Bibyk [2], L.S. Vashchenko [2], O.I. Lokshina [2], S. A.
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Fedorenko [7] made it possible to reach a conclusion about the need for a more detailed
study of the formation and development of digital competences of the population as an
innovative factor of stability and competitiveness of the national economy.

The purpose of the study

Substantiation of the feasibility of forming and developing the digital competences
of the population as an innovative factor in the stability and competitiveness of the
national economy, as well as the development of proposals for increasing the efficiency
of managing this process in the conditions of the war and post-war period.

Presenting main material

The development of technologies in the 20th century gave rise to the need for new
skills and knowledge that would allow efficient use of resources and ensure a high level
of profitability, to master innovations and quickly introduce them into the production
process, focused on the sustainable development of both individual socio-economic
systems and the entire national economy as a whole. The key factor was the education
("competence") of the population as a whole and the staff in particular, which allows
to acquire and apply new knowledge in case of need. In the dictionary of professional
education, the concept of "competence" (from the Latin Competo - appropriate,
suitable) means a set of knowledge and skills that are necessary for effective
professional activity: the ability to analyze, predict the consequences of professional
activity, use information [1].

In the "DeSeCo" (Definition and Selection of Competencies) program, competence
is the ability to successfully satisfy individual and social needs, to act and perform
assigned tasks. Each competence is based on a combination of relevant knowledge,
skills and practical skills, attitudes and values, behavioral components, everything that
a person can mobilize for active action [2, p. 90].

In the 21st century, globalization, pandemics, and war have become real challenges
for managers at various levels of management in all countries of the world, including
their competence in their professional activities.

The rapid growth of the Internet opened up new opportunities for society (business,
education, etc.), but at the same time created new threats - theft of personal data,
confidential information, funds, pressure, etc. This, in turn, requires appropriate digital
competences in the population.

In the European Union, the DigComp project was launched in 2010, which became
an important tool for supporting the EU Action Plan on Digital Education for 2021-
2027, which, in turn, contributes to the implementation of the Commission's priority
"Europe fit for the digital era” and the EU next generation [3]. Thus, the result of the
implementation of this project is a list of twenty-one specific digital competencies that
are necessary to live in modern society and effectively use the achievements of
scientific and technological progress, to communicate and interact successfully, and to
be successful in professional activities.
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This was also reflected in the implementation of the Lifelong Education Concept,
where in 2018 eight key competencies were included in digital competence, which
were defined by the European Union as those that are formed during a person's life and
contribute to the successful organization of the life process, the satisfaction of his vital
needs.

For Ukraine, the issue of digital competences acquires not only strategic importance,
but is becoming vitally important today. In 2021, by order of the Cabinet of Ministers
of Ukraine dated March 3 Ne 167 the "Concept of the development of digital
competences of citizens of Ukraine and the approval of the plan of measures for its
implementation” was published [5], which states that currently a significant number of
educational measures aimed at the formation of digital competences are carried out,
however, they do not have a systematic nature, they ensure the formation of only
certain skills and do not address the issues of increasing the level of digital skills in
society and awareness of citizens' digital rights.

The situation is complicated by the fact that on the territory of Ukraine there is a war
in two realities: physical and virtual, and the possession of the population with digital
competences will allow not only to ensure its livelihood, but also reduce the risks of
losing funds and information, which in the era of digitalization is becoming a key factor
in the development of the national economy .

It should be noted that digital technologies at the beginning of the war demonstrated
the damage that citizens can do when they want to warn their relatives about danger,
but their actions lead to a negative result and significantly reduce the defense capability
of the entire country.

Therefore, digital competences are now becoming innovative factors of stability and
competitiveness of the national economy, that is, driving forces of economic growth
and improving the quality of life of the population. At the same time, innovations are
considered as the result of a combination of not only production factors (according to
Schumpeter), but with the addition of social and environmental elements that ensure
socio-economic transformations [8].

It is undeniable that digital competences are becoming more and more important for
the economy of Ukraine today, as digital technologies have been actively implemented
by the state in recent years. Thus, the Digital Agenda of Ukraine [6] demonstrates the
importance of digital competences, which will play a key role in maintaining Ukraine's
competitiveness.

It is positive that the Law of Ukraine "On Education" recognizes information and
communication competence as one of the key things that every modern person needs
for a successful life [5]. Therefore, today it is important that the formation of digital
competences takes place not only through the system of self-education (Prometheus,
EdEra, Coursera, etc.), but also through the involvement of higher education
institutions in the framework of the formation of their educational and professional
programs. However, this is not enough to support the stability and competitiveness of
the national economy.
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Because modern professional standards for the formation of specialists in various
areas use general and professional competencies that involve the use of information
and communication technologies, which allows reflecting only certain aspects, while
digital competence is a much more complex and complex concept. This requires a more
in-depth study of it within each educational program. Because it can become a
significant limiting factor in professional activity.

Let us emphasize that the war actualizes security issues, and the post-war period
requires digital competences regarding communication, interaction, management
decision-making, etc. Polish researchers also distinguish five key competencies,
including: educational, communicative, social, activity and computer [7].

Therefore, taking into account the fact of Ukraine's European integration policy, it
Is advisable to single out key competencies for Ukrainians, namely: political and social;
intercultural; communication; informative; educational and digital.

Conclusions. The positioning of digital competencies for the population as an
innovative factor of stability and competitiveness of the national economy requires
their inclusion in educational and professional programs in the specialty 073
"Management and administration” and 076 "Entrepreneurship, trade and exchange
activity" in higher education institutions of Ukraine.
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Abstract

The educational process of training architects of all member states of the United Nations
should be carried out taking into account the directions specified in this article. Special
requirements for the quality of training of architects to achieve the Millennium
Development Goals and the Sustainable Development Goals by 2030. Modernization of
the curriculum of architects taking into account the ways of development of the strategies
of the European Union.

The current stage of development of society puts forward new requirements for the
quality of professional training of graduates of higher educational institutions, one of
the main indicators of which is such a personal quality as professional competence,
characterized by a set of necessary specialist knowledge and skills, which solve
professional problems in the new conditions of society (rigid competencies). Society
Imposes special requirements on the quality of training of architects whose activities
are related to the creation of the architecture of the future that satisfies the material,
aesthetic and spiritual needs of a person and is characterized by a constant readiness to
adapt in a rapidly changing world in the direction of digitalization and green
transformation, modernization and technological improvement in order to achieve the
goals of the millennium.

Achieving the 2030 Sustainable Development Goals still requires additional efforts
In some areas where there is particular need. These include, for example, the goals:
“End poverty 1n all its forms everywhere” (Goal 1), “ensure inclusive and equitable
quality education and promote lifelong learning opportunities for all” (Goal 4) and
“promote sustainable, inclusive and sustainable economic growth, full and productive
employment and decent work for all” (Goal 8), which are only three of the seventeen
Sustainable Development Goals [26], and all governments Members of the United
Nations are committed to organizing a global partnership to achieve these goals [2].
UNESCO Education 2030 Agenda is a part of a global movement to eradicate poverty
through 17 Sustainable Development Goals by 2030 [3; 17; 27; 28]. Accordingly, the
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educational process of training architects of all United Nations Member States should

take into account the indicated directions.

The next direction that needs to be taken into account when improving the training
of architects in the world is the need to take into account the change in the world agenda
in the field of global economic development, and the adoption of a new concept of the
economic development of society [16]. The way forward for the economic
development of the modern world, which is designed to benefit all stakeholders and
the environment, not just shareholders, the Global Economic Forum has identified as
“Stakeholder Capitalism”, which can be a means to achieve better global health, greater
sustainability, more inclusive development and revitalization productivity growth. It is
expected that, the concept of stakeholder capitalism, that is relatively recent [15; 18;
19; 25] will become a response to the imperfections of current capitalism systems [2;
4; 5; 6; 7; 8; 9; 10], which are not enough to overcome socio-economic global and
national challenges. Stakeholder capitalism, mainly includes the digital economy,
value creation and future economic progress [16], must be critical to achieving the
SDGs proposed by the United Nations by 2030. Such a change will certainly require
new hard and soft skills from architects.

The next direction that should be taken into account when planning activities to
modernize the curricula of architects, of course, is taking into account the development
paths of the European Union strategies:

1. Creation of the European Educational Area by 2025 [11]. This European
Educational Area is guided by six dimensions, including an innovative geopolitical
dimension, to harness the “great untapped potential of EU cooperation around the
world in various sectors of education and training, with the aim of creating a
positive image of Europe and spreading its messages. and fundamental values, and
contribute to the achievement of the 2030 Sustainable Development Goals.”

2. A new instrument for good neighborliness, development and international
cooperation - EU Global Europe [22].

3. The Digital Education Action Plan 2021-2027 [12] is a call for closer collaboration
at European level and beyond to learn from the COVID-19 crisis, during which
technology is being used in unprecedented scale into education and training, and to
make education and training systems fit for the digital age. The Digital Education
Action Plan promotes global cooperation on these issues, especially in priority
regions such as the Western Balkans, Africa and the neighboring regions of the
Eastern Partnership and the Southern Mediterranean. It also provides for greater
use of virtual exchanges between young people and educational institutions in
Europe and around the world to further engage young people in intercultural
dialogue and improve their social skills.

4. EU Youth Strategy 2019-2027 [23] aims to maximize the potential of youth policy
and provide all young people with the necessary resources to participate in society.
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The EU Youth Strategy focuses on three main areas of action, united by three
words: "Engage”, "Connect", "Empower", working towards joint implementation
in all sectors.

5. Strategic framework for European cooperation in the field of education and training
within the European Educational Area and beyond (2021-2030) [14].

6. New European Innovation Agenda [13].

In this regard, pedagogical science is actively searching for a system for the
formation of professional competence of architects who are able to set and solve
complex non-standard tasks associated with new smart architectural mental activity, at
the same time requiring compliance with the green transformation.

Architectural education in Ukraine is developing in accordance with the
fundamental values of the European Higher Education Area, observing the conditions
for ensuring the quality of education according to European standards (ESG).

Focusing on the professional and ethical norms of the educational process and
architectural and urban planning practice, modern competence requirements in
Ukraine, new standards of higher education were developed in specialty 191
"Architecture and urban planning" field of knowledge 19 Architecture and construction
(Standard of higher education first (bachelor) level, Standard second (master's) level
of higher education - approved by the Ministry of Education and Science of Ukraine)
[24]. Special (professional) competences (CC) and expected learning outcomes in
accordance with the educational level are consistently developed and meet the
requirements for modern architectural and urban planning practice, architectural
scientific research work [1; 20].

In the development of architectural education, it is strategically important to
cooperate with related institutions of higher education - domestic and foreign,
participation in the work of professional and educational organizations,
implementation of educational activities in close cooperation with state institutions of
Ukraine, public organizations and creative unions, in particular Academy Architecture
of Ukraine, Academy of Construction of Ukraine, National Union of Architects of
Ukraine, National Union of Designers of Ukraine, National Union of Painters of
Ukraine [21].

The relevance of research is exacerbated by the expanding innovative interests in
the improvement of learning and educational process at the university and insufficient
new technologies and instruments used in the context of the simultaneous development
of internationalization and digitalization of higher education, which provides a huge
number of potential new tools for the development of international mobility programs,
internationalization at home, project-based learning, virtual exchange, research-based
and working-places studies, training on demand and other modern technologies of
training and education.

The solution to the problem of the formation of professional competences, the
foundations of which are laid in the university and significantly affect the system of
value, personal and professional orientations, is relevant for the specifics of the
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personality of the student - the architect of the future. The urgency of the problem
requires a deep scientific study.

An article is dedicated to problems of social integration value principles in conditions of
liberty realization and individual autonomy. The article embodies a brief historical
analysis of the formation ofliberal democracies' value system, modern crisis phenomena
in it, dissatisfied state of their theoretical understanding.

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Abstract

A competitive consulting engineer requires not only successful industry knowledge, but
also strategic thinking, understanding lean manufacturing approaches, systematic project
management (all resources including human resources), ability to communicate across
industries and prevent hazards.

The traditional division into hard and soft skills, including cognitive skills that allow
effective participation in the work process and do not depend on the specific field of
activity of the consulting engineer in construction, is no longer sufficient. The acquisition
of digital skills is a necessity, and the ability to learn throughout life turns out to be a
mega-quality - an indicator of human capital, without which everything else does not
work in the future.

Modern trends such as globalization, automation, increased environmental
requirements, competition for limited resources, as well as the emergence of new
specialties, such as specialist in strengthening building structures, 3D printing designer
in construction, environmental analyst in construction, accessible environment. a
designer, a BIM project manager, a foreman, a specialist in the modernization of
construction technologies, a BIM estimator, a consulting engineer in construction
significantly influence the professional qualities of this category of employees. The
World Economic Forum in Davos 2023 described the development of digital skills as
“Talent development in an age of hyper-innovation as a complex and ever-changing
process. The good news is that governments, companies and organizations have begun
to implement the many options available to grow and develop the digital talent the
world needs. It's not just about training more engineers, programmers and developers.
In an age where every business is a technology business and every job is affected by
technology, we need to take a much more holistic, holistic approach.”[1] This is a
vision that the International Federation of Consulting Engineers (FIDIC)[2] is
promoting globally more century, using global standard contracts for construction
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projects. Similar contracts are currently used throughout the civilized world, including
Ukraine. FIDIC contracts are a truly unique universal tool that contains a clear plan of
action for each party to the contract. Not only for the parties ( customer and contractor),
but also for the engineer and his staff, customer and contractor personnel,
subcontractors, etc. FIDIC proformas are very detailed, they cover almost all issues
that may arise during construction. FIDIC contracts should not be changed, but rather
refined and agreed The general conditions of various FIDIC proformas are based on a
fair and balanced distribution of risks and profits between agent and contractor. Pro
formas are known for striking the right balance between the reasonable expectations of
the contracting parties. As a result, the FIDIC contract has real commercial value for
the parties both at the bidding stage and during execution. However, in practice, there
are cases when contracts are changed beyond recognition due to special conditions,
rewriting entire articles and changing the roles, responsibilities and obligations of the
parties. As FIDIC itself states, recently changes to the wording of the General
Conditions and their exclusions have become so widespread and significant that the
final contracts have even ceased to reflect the principles of the Federation.

Such actions began to jeopardize the FIDIC brand and mislead construction market
participants, so in 2019 FIDIC published the Golden Principles to avoid ineffective use
of FIDIC standard forms and documents in practice.

The reason for this detail is that they are based on English law. For example, they
clearly spell out issues important to the parties, such as inspection, preparation and
handover of the construction site, obligations regarding the mobilization and
maintenance of access roads, actions in the event of a disaster or epidemic, risks,
situations of military conflicts in the world and wars in Ukraine, in particular the
"Guidance Memorandum, FIDIC Guidance on Contracts for the Impact of Inflation
and the Unavailability of Goods and Labor Following the Global Covid-19 Pandemic
and the War in Ukraine”, which describes the provisions of various FIDIC General
Conditions of Contract that may be relevant to assist users to cope with a number of
scenarios that may arise when solving the above problems [3].

First of all, before the implementation of the project, the client must answer a long
list of questions. For example, does he want to control the construction process, does
he have enough qualified personnel for this (the problem of mobilized workers who
worked on construction according to these pro formas was especially aggravated due
to the war in Ukraine), does he want to control the development of the working project
himself, or will he transfer responsibility for design to the selected contractor, etc.

Answers to these and other questions are necessary to choose the right form of FIDIC
contract. These forms do not apply to all construction jobs, and choosing the wrong
form can cause the project to fail. Failure to adapt properly leads to conflicts with
national legislation and may result in fines and penalties following inspections by
regulatory authorities. At the same time, a breach of the FIDIC Golden Principles can
lead to an imbalance of risk and lead to losses, litigation and sometimes even
termination of the contract. Unfortunately, there are already some problems and
inquiries from clients that have negative consequences because companies did not seek
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the cooperation of lawyers and engineers with experience of FIDIC contracts before
signing the contract and neglected the above rules.

Among the most important are the low level of innovation in construction, outdated
design methods, and the absence of a standard method of measurement of construction
works in civil construction objects introduced at the legislative level (for example, road
infrastructure projects). It should be noted that projects financed by IFls and FIDIC
contracts (in particular, such as FIDIC Red Book - construction according to the
customer's project), use such a measurement method as CESMM4. The classification
system itself contains detailed instructions on the formation of information about the
scope of work. The act with the specified data is contained in the tender documentation
(is an integral part of the contract), and is also used for mutual settlements for the work
performed, which is reevaluated upon completion. The quantitative indicators (scope
of work) specified in the act as of the date of conclusion of the contract are estimates
and are not recognized as actual and accurate for the purposes of measurement and
evaluation.

At the same time, the final contractual price, among other things, is set according to
the assessment of each element of work based on the results of measurements. As a
rule, fixed-price contracts are relevant only for projects up to one and a half years, and
for large and complex projects, as well as contracts lasting more than 18 months, in
accordance with international construction practice, the terms must necessarily provide
for changes. It is also worth noting the inconsistency of the legislation of Ukraine on
public procurement in terms of optimizing the procurement of engineering services in
the context of construction quality assurance. In addition, FIDIC is another policy to
achieve construction quality.

That is why in 2022, FIDIC created a new Digital Transformation Committee as part
of the continuous strengthening and modernization of the committee's structure and
capabilities in the field of international external relations and relations with interested
parties. Commenting on the establishment of the new committee, FIDIC Chief
Executive Dr Nelson Ogunshakin said: “The launch of our new Digital Transformation
Committee is another step in strengthening FIDIC's stakeholder engagement and it also
covers an important business area for our industry. the growing importance of digital
technology, BIM, smart contracts, digital twinning , loT, data, blockchain and
technology in the global engineering and construction sector, this new committee will
play a very important and strategic role in advising FIDIC and the industry on the key
challenges we face we all face each other".[4]

At the same time, in February 2023, implementing the digitalization of education as
a trend in the development of the professional culture of consulting engineers in
construction, an online management training program for novice engineers and other
consulting professionals was introduced, managed by FIDIC " Future Leaders
Management ". Course (FLMC)' was presented and officially accredited by CPD
Certification Service [5].

The main values of the FIDIC Academy are:
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Excellence: A commitment to providing the highest quality education and training,
driven by a passion for continuous improvement and innovation.

Sustainability: Recognition of the importance of sustainability in the engineering
and construction industry and a commitment to promote environmentally responsible
practices and solutions.

Collaboration: Striving to foster a culture of collaboration and partnership between
students, faculty, industry leaders, and the wider community.

Empowerment: Believing in empowering individuals and organizations with the
knowledge and skills they need to succeed and positively impact the world.

Ethics: Commitment to uphold the highest ethical standards and promote integrity,
transparency and accountability in all aspects of the Academy's work.

These are the values that will enable the acquisition of digital skills of future
consulting engineers in construction, taking into account the acquired digital skills
formed during the training of construction engineers at the turn of the era of the
concepts of the VUCA world and the BANI world [6].
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Abstract

The changes of the professional activities of economists and builders are described: a
sharp increase in the amount of data, the expansion of cooperation regardless of distance
and in different disciplines, automation of routine tasks, greater flexibility, changed for
success skills. The general principles of the development of the professional culture of
personnel are outlined, including the desire for excellence and professional development,
continuous learning, ethics and honesty, cooperation and communication, adaptability
and flexibility.

The principles of formation of professional culture in conditions of digitalization

The professional culture of a specialist refers to the shared values, beliefs, behavior
and norms that guide his professional practice. This includes their level of knowledge,
their work ethic, their communication skills, their approach to problem solving, their
commitment to continuous learning and their ability to work collaboratively with
others. The professional culture of a specialist defines the professional identity of
someone who is an expert in a certain field. This culture may vary depending on the
specific area of expertise, but there are some general principles that can be applied to
develop a strong specialist professional culture:

1. Commitment to Excellence: A specialist should always strive for excellence in their

work, seeking to improve their skills and knowledge constantly. They should be
committed to providing the highest quality work and service to their clients or
customers.

2. Continuous Learning: Specialists must keep up to date with the latest developments
and trends in their field. They should attend workshops, conferences, and training
sessions to expand their knowledge and skills.

4. Collaboration and Communication: Specialists should be able to work effectively
with others, both within and outside their organization. They should communicate
clearly and respectfully with colleagues, clients, and stakeholders.

5. Adaptability and Flexibility: Specialists should be able to adapt to changing
circumstances and new challenges. They should be willing to embrace new
technologies and approaches to their work.

Change in the requirements for the competences of specialists in the construction
sector and the economy under the influence of digitalization

Digitization has greatly changed the construction industry, causing new
requirements for construction specialists and economists [1; 5, p. 48]. If ten years ago,
the requirement to own modern software was important, now it is a mandatory
competence, without which a specialist's resume will not be considered at all [3, p. 160-
162]. Digital transformation has greatly changed the relationship between individual
specialists, enterprises and other construction participants [2, p.108; 4; 5, p.110; 6].
Among the professional areas that have undergone changes under the influence of
digital transformation, the following should be mentioned:

1. Emphasis on Data and Analytics: Digitalization has led to an explosion in the

amount of data available to specialists, and this trend is likely to continue.
Specialists will need to become proficient in data analytics and machine learning
to make sense of this data and use it effectively in their work.

But we
see only two points in the responsibilities of an animal owner: provide the pet with the
necessary conditions corresponding to its biological, species and individual
characteristics, in accordance with the requirements of this Law; to observe the sanitary
and hygienic standards of operation of the living space where the pet is kept (place of
permanent keeping) and standards of cohabitation. Is this enough to ensure the normal
existence of an animal in wartime? No...

However, the availability of food and water does not guarantee normal housing
conditions. Thus, in the winter without heating, the animal can freeze, and in the
summer, without ventilation and air conditioning, get sick from the heat. On the market
of Ukraine there are heating systems of the "warm floor" type, electric or water heating
batteries. Remote temperature control devices are also available. For the summer
period, air conditioners with the function of connecting to a smart home. And also at
least one video camera working in real time to monitor the condition of the
animal[2][5].

Of course, there may be options for the lack of electricity, Internet, water supply, but
thanks to such actions and the implementation of such legislation, we minimize the
risks for the animal in the event of a long-term absence of the owner. In the first days
of the war in Kyiv, most houses had electricity and water supply. But many animals
died as a result of ill-considered actions of the owners, their negligent attitude to the
care of pets, the "It's just an animal” attitude towards animals.

Therefore, as long as there are people who, in the event of extraordinary
circumstances, mistreat their animals, we must legislatively ensure the maximum
opportunity for their survival.

It is clear that this Law envisages additional costs for furnishing a home in the
amount of UAH 4,000, not including heating, air conditioning, video cameras and
temperature control. But if a person does not have enough money for proper care,
should he be allowed to have an animal and risk the animal's life?

Ukraine, as a European country, should take into account the right to life of anyone,
be it an adult, a child or an animal. By introducing special conditions for keeping
animals, we ensure the right to life for those who cannot defend it for themselves, who
are completely dependent on a person, who can be locked in an apartment, and he will
not even be able to call for help, those whose owner can go buy food and come under
fire... If these recommendations are followed, the pets will be able to live for some time
before finding ways to care for them or to evacuate them. And the owner can be sure
that in the event of an emergency, his animal will not die until he is at home.

VEHICLE SYSTEMS

Abstract

The European Union's recent decision to ban the sale of new cars with internal
combustion engines (ICEs) has amplified the need for accelerated development and
adoption of electric vehicles (EVs). This transition presents numerous challenges,
including the increasing complexity of automotive systems and the critical role of battery
technology. Ensuring functional safety becomes even more vital in this context, as failure
or malfunction of safety-critical systems can have severe consequences for drivers,
passengers, and the environment. Key topics include the implications of the ISO 26262
standard on the design, development, and validation of safety-critical systems such as
Battery Management Systems (BMS), the role of functional safety in fostering consumer
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trust and adoption of EVs, and the challenges and opportunities associated with
integrating functional safety into the rapidly evolving EV landscape.

Functional Safety in the Era of Electric Vehicles

As the EU gears up for the 2035 ban on the sale of new cars with internal combustion
engines, the automotive industry faces a paradigm shift towards electric vehicles. This
transition brings to the forefront the importance of functional safety in developing and
deploying EVs. Battery technology, in particular, plays a critical role in the design and
performance of EVs.

Battery Management Systems (BMS), responsible for monitoring and managing
battery performance, are safety-critical systems that directly impact vehicle safety,
range, and overall efficiency. The BMS plays a vital role in ensuring the safe and
efficient operation of the battery by:

- Monitoring and controlling the battery's state of charge (SoC) and state of health
(SoH)

- Balancing the charge and discharge of individual cells to optimize battery
performance and longevity

- Protecting the battery from overcharging, over-discharging, short-circuiting, and
thermal runaway

- Providing information to the vehicle's control system to optimize performance,
range, and energy efficiency

- Managing thermal conditions within the battery pack to maintain safe operating
temperatures

Given the importance of these functions, the failure or malfunction of a BMS could
lead to serious consequences, such as reduced vehicle performance, battery damage, or
even a catastrophic event like a fire or explosion. Consequently, it is crucial to ensure
the functional safety of BMSs in electric and hybrid vehicles.

In the context of automotive functional safety standards, such as ISO 26262, the
BMS is considered a safety-critical system. Designing, developing, and validating a
BMS in compliance with these standards ensures that appropriate measures are taken
to minimize the likelihood of failures that could potentially harm people, property, or
the environment.

Developing a safety-critical BMS involves several key steps, including:

- ldentifying and analyzing potential hazards and risks associated with the BMS and
its functions

- Defining safety requirements and safety goals for the BMS based on the risk
assessment

- Selecting and implementing appropriate safety mechanisms, such as redundant
hardware components, fault-tolerant architectures, and diagnostic functions

- Conducting thorough verification and validation activities, including rigorous
testing, to ensure that the BMS meets the defined safety requirements and goals

- Following a well-defined safety management process throughout the entire BMS
development lifecycle
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By adhering to functional safety standards, automotive manufacturers and suppliers
can ensure that the BMS is designed, developed, and integrated with safety as a top
priority, thereby reducing the risk of accidents or incidents resulting from BMS failures
or malfunctions. The 1SO 26262 standard defines four ASILs (A, B, C, and D) based
on the potential harm and the probability of exposure to hazardous events. ASIL D
represents the highest safety integrity level, while ASIL A indicates the lowest. The
specific ASIL rating assigned to a Battery Management System (BMS) or its functions
depends on the risk assessment conducted during the hazard analysis and risk
assessment phase of the 1ISO 26262 functional safety standard. The severity of potential
harm, the likelihood of hazardous events occurring, and the controllability of the
situation by the driver or automated systems are taken into account to determine the
appropriate ASIL rating.

For example, if the risk assessment concludes that a particular BMS function
responsible for preventing thermal runaway has a high severity of potential harm, a
high likelihood of occurrence, and low controllability by the driver or automated
systems, it might be assigned ASIL D, the highest safety criticality level. On the other
hand, other BMS functions with lower assessed risks might be assigned lower ASIL
ratings, such as ASIL A, B, or C.

It is important to note that the ASIL assignment process should be conducted on a
case-by-case basis, taking into account the specific hazards and risks associated with
each BMS function in the context of the vehicle's overall design and operating
environment. By doing so, automotive manufacturers can ensure that the appropriate
safety measures are implemented for each BMS function to minimize the risk of
accidents or incidents resulting from BMS failures or malfunctions.

Development and verification challenges

The adoption of advanced automotive systems has led to an increased reliance on
embedded software, making adherence to coding standards and guidelines more crucial
than ever. MISRA C is a widely recognized coding standard for the C programming
language that aims to improve the safety, reliability, and portability of software in
safety-critical systems, including automotive applications. By using MISRA C tools to
ensure compliance with these coding guidelines, developers can significantly reduce
the likelihood of software defects and vulnerabilities that could lead to hazardous
situations. MISRA C tools play an essential role in the automotive industry, particularly
in the context of complex electronic control units (ECUs). Hardware limitations, such
as memory constraints and processing power, can impact the performance and
functionality of the software running on these ECUs.

In such cases, ensuring that the software is developed according to MISRA C
guidelines becomes even more critical. By following these guidelines, developers can
write more efficient and robust code that is less prone to defects, ultimately mitigating
the risks associated with hardware limitations. MISRA C tools can automatically detect
deviations from the standard, enabling developers to address potential issues
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proactively and ensure that the software operates safely and reliably on the target

hardware.

While 1SO 26262 provides a comprehensive framework for functional safety in
automotive systems, it is important to recognize that the specific process of safety
verification for the development of Battery Management Systems (BMS) in electric
vehicles (EVs) is not fully standardized. As a result, developers must rely on multiple
guidelines, documents, and best practices to ensure the highest levels of safety and
reliability in their BMS designs. In addition to the ISO 26262 standard, developers
should consult various sources of information to address the unique safety challenges
and requirements associated with BMS development:

- Industry guidelines and best practices: Several organizations and industry bodies
have published guidelines and recommendations specific to battery safety,
management, and testing. Examples include SAE International's standards for
electric vehicle battery systems (e.g., SAE J2929) and the US Advanced Battery
Consortium's (USABC) battery testing procedures.

- Regulatory requirements: Different regions and countries may have specific
regulatory requirements related to battery safety and performance. It is crucial for
developers to be familiar with these regulations to ensure that their BMS designs
are compliant with the applicable rules and standards.

- Component-level safety standards: BMS developers should also consider safety
standards and guidelines applicable to individual components, such as battery cells,
modules, and packs. These may include standards like IEC 62660 (secondary
lithium-ion cells for EVs) and UL 2580 (batteries for use in electric vehicles).

- Software development standards: To ensure the safety and reliability of the
embedded software in BMS, developers should adhere to coding standards such
as MISRA C and follow best practices for software development, verification,
and validation.

- Lessons learned from industry experience: Developers can benefit from studying
case studies, incident reports, and post-mortem analyses of past BMS failures or
incidents to identify potential pitfalls and areas for improvement in their designs.

In conclusion, the EU's 2035 ban on ICE vehicles underscores the need for a
heightened focus on functional safety in the electric vehicle domain. By adhering to
industry standards like 1SO 26262 and prioritizing the functional safety of safety-
critical systems such as BMS, automotive manufacturers can address the unique
challenges presented by this transition, foster consumer trust in EV technology, and
contribute to a safer, more sustainable transportation future.
