ABSTRACT

The dissertation research is aimed at defining the features of architectural and
planning organization of shopping and entertainment centers in the climate of the Republic
of the Congo.

In the research the international experience of building and running the shopping
and entertainment centers is generalized and systematized, the main differences of their
functioning in different natural and climatic, as well as in socio-economic conditions are
defined. The factors that influence the design and construction of shopping and
entertainment centers in the conditions of the Republic of the Congo are identified. The
principles and design choices of volumetric-spatial organization in the predefined socio-
economic and climatic conditions are identified. Nomenclature proposals for different
regions of the Republic are developed and recommendations for the design of shopping
centers are made, taking into account the specifics of the country and territory.

In the introduction, the relevance of the topic of the dissertation research is
determined. The connection of the work with scientific programs in Ukraine and the
Republic of the Congo is revealed. The objectives, purpose and methods of the study are
formulated. The main scientific results and practical significance of the work are outlined.
Information on the implementation and testing of the results is also provided, as well as
the structure and scope of the work.

The first chapter “Prerequisites for the formation of the structure of shopping
and entertainment centers in the Republic of the Congo” examines the historical
background of the formation of shopping and entertainment centers within the Republic

of the Congo, investigates current global trends and, on their basis, identifies factors that
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influence the formation of shopping and entertainment centers in the specific socio-
economic and climatic conditions of these territories. The research of scientists on the
architectural and planning organization of shopping centers, as well as the experience of
designing this type of object, is analyzed.

In subsection 1.1. “Prerequisites and current trends in the development of
shopping and entertainment centers in the Republic of the Congo” the historical
experience of development of trade in the territory of the Republic of the Congo is
considered, starting from the arrival of the Bantu people group to the territory, exploration
of Congolese territories by sailors in the XVI century, the period of colonization and the
modern period of independent development of the state.

Historical commercial buildings, modern trade and economic ties of the country
with the world and internal conditions of trade development are considered. The main
global trends in the development of modern shopping and entertainment centers based on
the goals of sustainable development are also identified.

Subsection 1.2. “Factors influencing the formation of the structure of shopping
and entertainment centers in the Republic of the Congo” reveals a range of factors
related to the formation of architectural and planning solutions for shopping and
entertainment centers in the specific conditions of the Republic of the Congo

The author analyzes previous studies on identifying groups of factors and, based on
the theory of the demo-ecosystem, structures the factors, in particular, into the main
groups: natural and climatic, which includes the hot, humid climate and flooded areas of
the northern regions of the country; anthropogenic, consisting of the level of economic
development of the region, social relations between the population, cultural characteristics
and trade relations, the general unevenness of settlement within the country and the
growing migration of the population to cities; technogenic: the lack of an adequate level
of infrastructure in the country, the need to use modern energy-efficient technologies and
methods of volumetric-spatial organization of the shopping and entertainment centers
using local materials to speed up and reduce construction costs.

In subsection 1.3. “Analysis of scientific and regulatory literature on the

formation of the structure of shopping and entertainment centers in countries with
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hot climates” the main authors that have an impact on further research are reviewed and
listed. In particular, the authors who dealt with shopping and entertainment facilities, the
study of the formation of architecture in hot countries, as well as the works of those who
dealt with general issues of architecture and urban planning are included. Based on the
analyzed studies, the author draws a conclusion that confirms the relevance of the
scientific work.

Subsection 1.4. “Summarizing the experience of designing and building
shopping and entertainment centers in hot climates” discusses the experience of
designing, building and operating this type of facility. They are structured into three main
groups. The first group includes facilities located in the same climatic conditions as
neighboring more developed countries on the African continent; the second group
includes the experience of designing commercial facilities in the Republic of the Congo;
and the third group includes the best global examples of designing shopping and
entertainment centers in similar conditions according to the author. It is concluded that
shopping and entertainment centers in the African region do not always meet the design
conditions for hot climates, the shopping and entertainment center in the Congolese region
is at the initial stage of methodological and physical formation, global examples have
revealed the need to form cost-effective facilities based on a contextual approach to
design, taking into account the natural and climatic features of the territory and socio-
cultural relationships with local communities.

In the second chapter “Methodical features of architectural and planning
organization of shopping and entertainment centers in the Republic of the Congo”
the methodology for studying shopping and entertainment centers located in the Republic
of the Congo on the basis of an integrated and systematic approach is proposed. With the
help of global classifications of shopping and entertainment centers, the classification for
the specific conditions of the Republic of the Congo is improved. The principles of
architectural and spatial organization of shopping and entertainment centers in the
Republic of the Congo are determined and the basic architectural and planning techniques

for the natural and climatic conditions of the region are formulated.
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Subsection 2.1 “Research Methods” analyzes the research methods used to collect
and process materials and proposes a structure for further research using three hierarchical
levels: regional, urban planning, and facility. At each level, the main problems that need
to be further addressed are identified, namely: the formation of the regional structure of
shopping and entertainment centers in the absence of an adequate level of infrastructure
and difficult sanitary and epidemiological conditions; the formation of recommendations
for volumetric-spatial modeling in hot climates using local materials; recommendations at
the spatial level in accordance with the sanitary and epidemiological conditions in the
project area. To determine the main design recommendations in the Republic of the
Congo, the article proposes a formulation of the basic principles and techniques of the
volumetric-spatial organization of shopping and entertainment centers.

Subsection 2.2 “Classification of Shopping and Entertainment Centers”
contains a classification based on the following criteria: accessibility, area, capacity, time
availability, volumetric-spatial structure, spatial structure, spatial composition,
composition of services, comfort level, number of floors, and location. This classification
is based on the global and European classification of shopping centers. On its basis,
conclusions are drawn about the need to form a regional structure of shopping and
entertainment centers that will be effective from an economic point of view, taking into
account the population density and economic development of the Republic of the Congo.

Subsection 2.3 “Principles of Formation of Architectural and Planning
Organization of Shopping and Entertainment Centers in the Republic of the Congo”
provides a substantiated formulation of the principles of architectural and spatial
organization of shopping and entertainment centers with regard to socio-economic and
natural and climatic conditions. The list of principles includes: the principle of safety,
environmental friendliness, adaptability, efficiency and comfort. These principles became
the basis for further research and formulation of recommendations for the volumetric-
spatial solutions of shopping and entertainment centers.

In subsection 2.4. “Methods of forming the architecture of shopping and
entertainment centers in the climate of the Republic of the Congo”, based on the

natural and climatic factors and defined principles of the volume-planning structure of the
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shopping and entertainment center, the methods of designing shopping and entertainment
centers for the natural and climatic conditions of the Republic of the Congo are formed.
The methods are structured in accordance with hierarchical levels into urban planning,
object, and spatial, as well as in accordance with the purpose into three main groups:
reduction of the heat level, provision of ventilation and reduction of the risk of flooding.

At the urban planning level, the following techniques have been proposed: the use
of relief to reduce the level of heat, the use of a number of green pass-through squares and
boulevards to reduce the number of hot areas in the city, pass-through squares and
boulevards oriented in the direction of the prevailing winds to increase the level of
ventilation of the territories, and the use of green spaces on squares and boulevards to
remove excess water from flooded areas. At the object level, the following measures are
proposed to combat the heat: the use of green roofs to increase the level of thermal
insulation, sunscreens and devices in the volumetric-spatial solutions of the shopping and
entertainment centers, building shaping and appropriate placement of window openings
to improve the conditions for ventilation of facilities, the use of canopies and shaping to
protect against water by means of water collection and drainage. At the spatial level, the
use of landscaping and watering to create a comfortable microclimate and direct wind
flows using open public areas for drying and drainage canals for disposing of excess water
from the territory of the shopping and entertainment centers are proposed.

The third chapter, “Features of the formation of architectural and spatial
solutions for shopping and entertainment centers in the Republic of the Congo”,
discusses the main architectural, planning and volumetric-spatial recommendations for the
formation of shopping and entertainment centers.

Subsection 3.1. “Recommendations for the location of shopping and
entertainment centers in the cities of the Republic of the Congo” provides
recommendations at the level of the master plan for the selection of sites for shopping and
entertainment centers. The features of their location within different city districts are
considered. The conditions for the organization of parking spaces, waste storage facilities

and temporary trade areas are considered. Recommendations are also given for reducing
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the level of sanitary and epidemiological hazards through the design and construction of
retail parks, open cinemas, and food courts.

Subsection 3.2. “Typology of shopping and entertainment centers for the socio-
demographic and climatic conditions of the Republic of the Congo” considers the
conditions for the formation of retail parks as a type of shopping and entertainment center.
Their main functional schemes are proposed: frontal, deep, and perimeter. The possibility
of their construction from local materials is considered, taking into account the conditions
for creating a comfortable microclimate.

The subsection also provides proposals for the nomenclature of types of objects
located within the shopping and entertainment center. Prototypes for different levels of
comfort and accessibility are identified.

Subsection 3.3. “Features of the main and auxiliary groups of facilities of the
shopping and entertainment centers for the conditions of construction and operation
in the Republic of the Congo” discusses the main relationships between the functions of
shopping and entertainment centers, as well as the parameters of the main and auxiliary
facilities. Recommendations are given for their design in the specific conditions of the
Republic of the Congo.

Subsection 3.4 “Proposals for the formation of the architectural and spatial
structure of the shopping and entertainment centers” proposes two directions of
formation of the shopping and entertainment centers: block and volumetric-spatial, based
on the use of techniques for forming the microclimate of the territory. The main
compositional solutions of modern shopping and entertainment centers of gallery and
atrium type as well as their construction types are considered.
