The relevance of the research topic is due to the need to study the features
of the domestic decentralization policy in the context of socio-political
modernization, the need to outline the theoretical and practical aspects of the
modernization of political institutions. There is a need for the current influx of
decentralization reform into modernization. In December 2025, the Cabinet of
Ministers of Ukraine confirmed the course for further reform of local self-
government and territorial organization of power, initiated in 2014. The results of
decentralization in strengthening the capacity of territorial communities
demonstrated the need to continue the reform under the legal regime of martial

law.



Under conditions of military challenges, during a period of full-scale armed
aggression, the transformation of the directions and mechanisms for
implementing the reform is taking place. At the same time, an analysis of the
scientific literature indicates a significant number of works devoted to the
decentralization reform, but the socio-political aspects of decentralization remain
insufficiently researched. At the same time, we are faced with the need to rethink
the system of ensuring local governance, systematize the mechanisms of the
European integration direction of the reform, as well as study their role in forming
the institutional and financial capacity of local authorities.

The object of the research is socio-political transformations.

The subject of the research is the mechanisms of implementation of
decentralization policy and their impact on the processes of socio-political
modernization in the countries of the European Union and Ukraine.

The purpose of the dissertation research is a systematic and comprehensive
analysis of decentralization policy, as well as, taking into account foreign
experience, the definition and justification of mechanisms for strengthening the
capacity of local self-government in the conditions of socio-political
modernization in Ukraine.

To achieve the goal, the following tasks were set: to study theories and
models of local self-government; to form methodological principles for studying
decentralization policy in the context of socio-political modernization; to study
the experience of comprehensive implementation of decentralization policy in
France and Poland; to analyze the features of developing management
mechanisms of multi-level governance in Switzerland, Germany, Italy and
Romania; to study the features of implementing decentralization policy in Ukraine
before the start of the full-scale invasion; to analyze inter-municipal cooperation
as a tool for implementing decentralization policy; to substantiate the directions
and mechanisms for optimizing the policy of decentralization of power in the

context of the legal regime of martial law.



The methodological basis is formed by general theoretical, general
scientific and special methods of political science. The theoretical basis is formed
by the concepts of systemic transformation, institutional reform, decentralization,
public administration and institutional modernization. The legislative basis is the
Constitution of Ukraine, the laws of Ukraine in the field of reforming local self-
government and territorial organization of power, decrees of the President,
resolutions of the Cabinet of Ministers of Ukraine, European integration
programs, and international documents.

The scientific novelty of the results obtained lies in the fact that for the first
time the author's definition of the concept of "decentralization policy" has been
developed, which is interpreted as a set of measures, strategies and approaches
aimed at establishing democratic values, ensuring the capacity of territorial
communities, in particular, improving the mechanisms of their financial support,
which is implemented through the separation of powers and resources between
levels of public governance; the role of decentralization policy in achieving the
goals of modernization has been determined, in particular, the components that
contribute to and inhibit the decentralization of political power have been
identified; key areas, tools and mechanisms for implementing decentralization
policy under the legal regime of martial law and European integration have been
formed.

The features of the implementation of decentralization policy in European
countries, depending on the model of local self-government and socio-cultural
development, are specified. In particular, the mechanisms used in states with a
continental model of local self-government; national cases of decentralization.
Practical recommendations that can be used in the formation of decentralization
policy at the domestic level. At the same time, attention is focused on the
shortcomings of the experience of the countries considered; the provisions on the
modes of interaction between military administrations and local self-government
bodies are specified; the nature of the impact of digitalization of public

communication technologies on the decentralization of political power and ways



to improve mechanisms; the role of mechanisms for preventing and resolving
interethnic conflicts is clarified.

Theoretical and methodological approaches to the analysis of local self-
government models in the context of studying decentralization policy have been
improved; classification of mechanisms of the European system of governance by
groups: institutional ~mechanisms; organizational and communication
mechanisms; financial support mechanisms; mechanisms of state representation;
innovative management mechanisms; the concept of intermunicipal cooperation
as a component of decentralization policy, the development of which is aimed at
increasing the capacity of territorial communities and modifying the distribution
of political power between different levels of state administration; scientific
approaches to the study of local self-government activities in the field of
environmental policy and the transformation of power under the influence of
modernization processes.

Based on the results of studying the theoretical component of the study,
namely theories and models of local self-government, it was determined that the
most acceptable direction for decentralization policy in Ukraine is the concept of
municipal dualism, which combines the ideas of community autonomy with
responsibility to the state.

Decentralization policy is considered as a system of measures aimed not
only at the delimitation of powers and resources between levels of public
governance, but also at a number of approaches aimed at ensuring the capacity of
territorial communities.

Analysis of the experience of decentralization policies in European
countries made it possible to draw conclusions about the expediency of taking into
account the French experience, in particular, in terms of population participation
in local governance, strengthening financial autonomy, and mechanisms for
monitoring the legality of local government decisions. The Swiss model of
decentralization is an example of the effective use of multi-level governance and

the settlement of ethno-political issues. The German model provides lessons on



the effectiveness of a clear distribution of power, effective mechanisms for
coordinating national and regional interests, and ensuring the financial capacity
of communities, while the Italian experience demonstrates the uneven
development of regions, which is resolved through the implementation of
innovative development policies and territorial cohesion.

It has been established that the implementation of reform policy requires a
comprehensive approach that combines institutional strengthening of local self-
government, establishment of the principles of local democracy, and consistent
European integration implementation.

The practical significance of the dissertation research lies in the possibility
of improving the mechanisms of interaction between state authorities and
territorial communities at the executive level, improving the regulatory and legal
support for the decentralization reform, forming further state policy, and applying
individual provisions of the dissertation when developing educational and
professional programs in a professional political science direction.
